Send details: 

Please give us accurate information. Tell us everything that an uninformed reader would need 

to attend your event or acquire your publication. For exhibitions and award ceremonies, give 

us the details, such as venue name and address, contact information, website, opening and 

closing dates, opening reception, exhibit times, event fees, etc.   

For publications, tell us publication name, cover-date or volume, and in-store date, as known. 

Extra information is better than too little! 

If you have multiple images selected for a show, the MN Newsletter editor may show only 

one if the show occurs during a time when many members are also having multiple images 

selected.  With over 200 superb artists in our club, we may not always be able to print all 

images.  

We respect copyright laws.  Please do not send material that is copyrighted or wholly or partly 

created by others.  We do not publish magazine or book pages, web pages, or materials 

owned or created by others.   

 

When To Send   

September through June: submit date-sensitive information three weeks before the event to 

ensure timely coverage.
